FARMERS to benefit from $200m federal budget
announcement

IN good news for Australian Farmers, this month's Federal Budget announcement
included almost $200 million in new funding over four years to implement a National
Soil Strategy.

As part of the strategy, a two year National Soil Monitoring and Incentives Program
will be trialled to improve understanding of Australia’s soil condition and assist
farmers to improve productivity and profitability. This pilot program will include
payments to farmers and land managers to undertake soil testing and capture sall
data for the purpose of informing the program, and utilising for their own on farm
improvements.

In response to critical issues impacting the Northern Rivers community, the
Community Grants Program will offer streams of funding that focus on four priority
areas:

1) Projects that address the social, economic, cultural and/or educational
disadvantage in our region.
2) Supporting the conservation of our natural environment, by conserving and
restoring natural ecosystems, protecting threatened species, building community
skills and education, and/or dealing with local pollution.
3) Recovery & Resilience: supporting smaller community organisations in their
recovery from COVID-19 and/or recent natural disasters, specifically those
organisations who have ‘fallen through the gaps' in state & federal funding, such as
volunteer driven organisations.

WEED OF THE MONTH

Corky passionfruit is a weed in native vegetation and " s ‘
agricultural land.
It grows quickly, smothers small trees, shrubs and

groundcover plants.

Poisoning

Corky passionfruit leaves and unripe fruit contains
cyanogenic glycosides.

These toxins cause cyanide poisoning if eaten.

Human poisoning

Eating unripe fruit or leaves may cause vomiting or diarrhea.

e |f the patient is unconscious, unresponsive or having difficulty
breathing dial 000 or get to the emergency section of a hospital immediately.
e |f the patient is conscious and responsive call the Poisons Information Centre
on 1311 26 or your doctor.

e |f going to a hospital take a piece of the plant for identification.
Livestock poisoning
Cattle, pigs and occasionally sheep have been poisoned. Symptoms include staggering,
convulsions muscle tremors and sometimes diarrhea or constipation.
What does it look like?
Corky passionfruit is a slender, climbing or creeping vine with distinct passionfruit flowers. They
have lots or tightly coiled tendrils that grow out of leaf forks.
Leaves:

e dark green with pointy tips

e usually with 3 lobes (sometimes no lobes)

e 3-10 cm long

e alternate along stem
Flowers:

e similar looking to edible passionfruit flowers

e 10-30 mm wide

e aring of yellow or white threads with a purple base sitting above pale green ‘petals’

e present most of the year.
Fruit:

e round berries

e 6-15 mm diameter

e pale green, turning purple-black when ripe.
Stems:

e older stems are corky

e upto6mlong.
Roots:
It has a deep taproot.
Corky Passionfruit grows in the coastal districts of northern and central New South Wales.
It is native to southern parts of the United States of America and South America. It is a weed in
many countries throughout the pacific region.
